Why Choose Dance? 
 

· Movement and dance activities improve 
coordination and balance and self– 
esteem. 

· Music listening activities develop self-
discipline, as well as critical and creative 
thinking skills.  

 

There are so many activities out there for our 
children, how do we know what activities will be 
the most beneficial?  While sports develop 
coordination, discipline and team spirit, it doesn’t 
utilize both sides of the brain (the artistic right 
side of the brain and the logical/technical left side 
of the brain) that a child needs for over all 
development and learning skills.  Sports don’t 
translate into the classroom like music & dance.  
Plus the added benefit of dance, is that it 
enhances and improves sports skills.  The music 
used in dance plus activity not only develops 
coordination, discipline and team spirit, it makes 
academic learning easier, enhances reasoning 
skills, good speech patterns, and develops a well 
rounded, confident person.  In our fiercely 
competitive society, we have put unbelievable 
pressures on our children to “win & achieve.”  
Many succumb to the pressure and don’t achieve 
even if they are capable. Hence, we have many 
children with low self-esteem which seeps into 
every aspect of their life, physical and emotional.  
Through our dance programs, children are 
expected to do their best, and their best is good 
enough .   
 

The best choice you can make for your child 
academically, socially and athletically is to 
choose DANCE. 

 Payment of Fees: 
We accept several forms of tuition payment which include 
series of POSTDATED CHECKS dated the first day of each 
month (eg: Sept. 1, Oct. 1, etc.) and must be turned in at 
registration. Also, a post dated check will be needed for 
$20 dated Nov 1 for costume deposit and a $25 check 
dated May 1 for the Recital Fee. Checks should be made 
payable to the Mtn. View Ballet, Etc.  Payments may also 
be made by using a CREDIT/DEBIT CARD or having an 
AUTOMATIC WITHDRAWAL taken out of a banking account.  
The costume deposit (Nov 1) and Recital fee (May 1) will 
be automatically withdrawn unless other arrangements are 
made.  The balance on all costumes will be posted by Jan 1 
and must be paid by Feb 1. All returned checks or denied 
debit cards will be charged a $15 NSF fee. If these pay-
ment methods are unavailable, MONTHLY CASH PAYMENTS 
may be arranged.  First & last month tuition, costume fee, 
and recital fee will be due at registration.  A $3 processing 
fee per month is added to each tuition payment.  Any pay-
ments paid after 15th of the month for these students, will 
be charged a $15 late fee. 
 
Withdrawals and Refunds: 
There is a two-month minimum for all lessons. One-
month notice before the 7th of the month is required to 
discontinue any classes. No withdrawals will be accepted 
after April 1. Withdrawal can not be accepted over the 
phone. To withdraw from classes a parent or adult student 
must: 
1.     Inform Mtn. View Ballet Etc administration in person 
2.     Complete and sign a withdrawal form provided by the 

school office. 
All unprocessed checks dated after the one-month no-
tice period will be returned. No refunds will be given 
for costume fees after Nov. 1 or for recital fee after 
April 1 .   “Cash” students who drop without fulfilling pay-
ment requirements will have the unpaid balance automati-
cally withdrawn. 
Dress Code: 
Required dance wear and dance shoes must be worn to all 
classes.  Hair is securely tied back  including wispy bangs. 
 
Drop Off & Pick Up: Parents of very small children (5 & 
under) stay in the lobby until the children are escorted to 
their classroom. Please be in the lobby 5 minutes before 
class is over so that your child can go directly to you when 
the teachers bring them out of class.  You are welcome to 
stay in the lobby the entire class period.  No one is to wait

Explanation of Class Curriculum  
 

Creative Movement  (Level 1)  —  Students will be exposed to Ballet Basics and different types of movement ac-
companied by music.  As well as dancing, students are engaged in ‘sing-alongs’ and usage of basic instruments.  
This is a great introductory class for youngsters to get accustomed to a class room setting, participating in group ac-
tivities, sharing with other students,  and following instructions.   
 
Ballet/Jazz (Level 2/3 thru Level 6)  —  Students will be exposed to two different forms of dance during this ses-
sion.  Ballet and Jazz are alternated weekly.  Ballet is the foundation of all dance and it extremely important to be 
well grounded in ballet to excel in other forms. 
 
Tap (Level 2/3 thru Level 6) -  Students will be exposed to a curriculum of Tap dancing.  Tap shoes are required so 
that dancers can execute the necessary rhythm and sounds of tap dancing.   
 
Clogging – Students will be exposed to a curriculum of Clogging which ranges from classic folk clogging. which is 
prevalent in our community, to a more  modern style encompassing all kinds of music. 
 
 Hip Hop   —  This is available as ‘Hip Hop 2’ (beginner/intermediate class) and ’Hip Hop 3’ (intermediate/
advanced class) to engage students in an increasingly popular form of jazz; Hip Hop.  Widely viewed on TV pro-
grams, movies, and music videos, Hip Hop is sometimes known as street-dancing.  We incorporate music of Hip
